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Once you have located and downloaded the digital image of the census record, follow these steps to add 

the newly-found data to your Legacy family file. 

 

1. Set the Source Clipboard, which includes the master source and the source detail. 

a. Fill in the fields, add the transcription, link the image. 

2. Add the event. 

a. Event name 

b. Date 

c. Place 

d. Transcription in the notes 

e. Attach the image. 

f. Paste the source from the clipboard. 

3. Copy the event in preparation to paste it on other household members. 

4. Bold the appropriate name. 

5. Save the event. 

6. Attach the source to the other vital events (names, birth, etc.) 

7. Navigate to the next person listed in the census 

a. In their Individual’s Information screen, click on the Add button. 

b. Click on the Paste button (lower right). 

c. Repeat steps 4-6 for each person.
